Dear Parishioners… 
 
 It is hard for me to believe that I have now been in Rome for the past three 
weeks. I am currently writing this update from my residence called Casa O’Toole 
where I live with 33 other priests from various parts of the world. It is truly an 
international group! The residence is located atop the Janiculum Hill, and very 
near the Vatican.  We live in a separate building from the 225 seminarians who 
live at the North American College or ‘NAC’ for short. These seminarians come 
from some eighty dioceses in the United States and Canada ranging in age from 
the early twenties to the forties.  
 
 We have our own chapel, classrooms and lounge. We eat our lunch called 
pronza in Italian at 1:15 pm with the seminarians and we take our breakfast at 
7:15 am and cena (dinner) at 7 pm. The second course at pronza and cena each 
day is always pasta; I gained eight pounds from my overzealous consumption of 
it. Luckily our college has a gym which I make use of in my spare time. 
 
 The sabbatical program offers us a graced period of personal and spiritual 
growth. In addition to our prayer time, we have daily classes taught by various 
professors from the three universities affiliated with the North American College. 
The average age of the priests on sabbatical is 55. They consider me the ‘young 
kid’ on the block. When I told my colleagues that I was born in Newfoundland, 
they had no clue where it was located on the map. If anything, I provided them 
with a useful geography lesson that they will not soon forget. 
 
 As part of the sabbatical program, I will spend five days in Assisi on a 
private directed retreat. I will have the opportunity during the fall break to visit 
the Holy Land for 10 days. In addition, there are a number of tours to various 
churches in Rome. The highpoint later in the semester is to attend a Wednesday 
audience with the Pope. 
 
 I would like to conclude by sharing this prayer with you: “I pray that Christ 
will be more and more at home in your heart, living within you as you trust him. 
May your roots go down deep into the soil of God’s marvelous love and may you 
be able to feel and understand, as all God’s children should, how long, how wide, 
how deep and high his love really is; and experience his love for yourselves.”
